In this session Martha goes to her Godbee's house. Godbee is her grandmother and she is trying to learn more about Martha. Martha starts expressing hate toward toward her family to Godbee. She also confesses that she wants to be a writer and wants to write novels. She only tells Godbee because she thinks everyone else will think she is copying her father.

How did the session go for you both?


In the second session things went a lot better. There were fewer words that she did not understand, compared to the first reading. This time I showed her what the main idea was.  She figured out that the main idea was that Olive was dead and that she wanted to be a writer just like Martha. Martha was a friend from class who the story starts to revolve around.

In the pages read we find out that Martha feels guilty for not being more nice to Olive. She can't seem to get her out of her head and wonders what it would be like to be hit by a car like Olive did. 

How did the session go for you both?


In this session  we focused on supporting details. I told my partner to list supporting details after each chapter to see if she knew what the main idea was. One supporting detail that she gave me was how Martha was feeling guilty for not being nicer to Olive. I also showed her that through out the chapters we read how the mood changed and went from depressing, to guilt, then humorous.

In the few pages that we read Martha's father decides to with his writing and go back to being a lawyer. This allowed Martha to tell them that she wanted be a writer and now they won't think she is copying her father.  When she does start to write the only things that she was able to write was "Olive Barstow."

How did the session go for you both?


In this last session, one reading skill I showed Marlene was transitions. Some transition words that were noticed in the pages we read were before, next, later, after, while, and during. These words helped her understand what was being said and what order things were being said in.
